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We are presented with painting as model of social and environmental evolution which, in Alan Rankle’s works, translates into a surreal landscape art where the colours transform ideas into alluring illusions and images into dissolving dreams.

The works displayed at the Fondazione Stelline bring together the ambiguous taste of being and non-being, of presence and absence, all blended into the colours and light-plays as a living element that represent what Rankle wants to become: the symbol of painting between the dimension of the dream and that of the reality. The painted places and the surreal, enchanted dimension are suspended precisely between memory, the imagination and desire. They experiment with new aesthetic worlds where inner search blends with nature represented as a metaphor of existence, as beauty itself. The colours in particular are proof of an inspiration to everything belonging to the elements essential to human life: the earth, sky, water and air. They are the metaphor of a study which, starting from primordial conditions of existence, precisely through painting technique and the use of colour create a dispersion and an unconscious language that herald a form of communication transcending the mind and speaking directly to the soul.

It is a representative code then, and one that welcomes the presence of Kirsten Reynolds, who is a cultivator of sound and visual experience, of painting as a challenge to the traditional taste, able to use light as an expressive means able to transform matter.

This proposal by the Fondazione Stelline aims to enhance artistic research and its accessible and “political” language. As a long-standing keen observer of the contemporary art world, the Lombardy regional administration is greatly interested in this project. Always sensitive to issues of modernity and the vast array of projects that contemporary art offers our region, the exhibition will contribute to engendering a fertile discussion on the idea of art and the environment.
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
